Prepare an essay as to why you selected this saint. Use the
following questions as a guide but be sure to answer the
question why you chose this saint.

o  Why did you select this saint to be your role model?

How did you learn about this saint?

Description of saint’s life.

Life experiences of the saint which exemplify a Christian way of life.
Who is the saint a patron of?

Time period of saint’s life.

Paper should be 200 to 500-word essay using 12-point
type. Please proofread your work and keep a copy of it.
